On March 21, 2014, we received your request for approval of PowerTEC and PowerTECx as a specialty
grout as allowed for in North Carolina well construction regulation 15A NCAC 02C .0107(e)(1)(F).
Based on our initial review, we determined that PowerTEC and PowerTECx were not specialty grouts,
but additives to grout. We have reviewed the supporting documentation and have therefore concluded
that both products, when mixed with bentonite (thermal grout), water, and/or silica sand, satisfy the
approval criteria for a specialty grout specified in 15A NCAC 02C .0107(e)(1)(F).

In accordance with your request, PowerTEC and PowerTECx have been approved as additives to grout
for use in geothermal well installations with the following restrictions:

1) The following minimum and maximum mixture ratios may not be exceeded:
